This is a clear violation of international law and a humanitarian emergency
and | urge you to use every tool available to pressure russia and secure the Ukrainian children's
safe return.

As peace negotiations are ongoing, the crime of stolen and abducted children is about more than
just Ukraine — it’s about defending humanity worldwide!
